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ABOUT THE PROGRAMME

What is the HND in Fine Art
The programme is delivered in a supportive environment working within small groups with excellent facilities and highly qualified and experienced staff.  

Satisfactory completion of the HND Fine Art course will enable you to progress on to the second or third year of a BA (Hons) Fine Art. Alternatively you may wish to progress directly into employment.

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS


Programme structure

This is a two year programme with each year divided into three terms. You will be required to study for a minimum of 35 hours per week – this will be made up of a mixture of lectures, seminars, practical workshops, independent study, research and project work. 

For the HND the first year covers a broad range of disciplines including two and three dimensional, lens-based and digital media. These practical areas are supported through contextual studies. By the second year, students will have developed a personal fine art identity, which will lead to a final project and exhibition.
Learning environment

Your programme will be delivered in purpose built art and design studios, workshops and IT rooms using industry standard software and dual platform Mac and PC computers. There is open access to purpose built art and design studios, printmaking studio, ceramic kiln, and excellent photographic studio and range of equipment.
Assessment

The 16 units that make up the programme have a total credit value of 240. The standard of your work will be assessed through a completion of portfolio of work and written assignments. Each project and assignment will have clear learning outcomes and guidance on what you need to do to be successful. The achievement of learning outcomes will contribute to your success in one or more units of study. You will be given the opportunity to display and exhibit your work during the course at galleries outside of the college and in the interim and end-of-year diploma show at Barking & Dagenham College.

Once all learning outcomes have been completed your achievement will be graded.
Work experience/placement opportunities

An important aspect of the Higher National Diploma is professional practice and a vocational context for your work.  There are good links between the college and the cultural and creative industry and industry professionals will delivery lectures and facilitate visits to their studios. You will also have many opportunities to visit exhibitions, art fairs, artist’s studios, galleries in the London area, as well as a cultural trip abroad.
Project work

Your skills and understanding of processes will be developed through a planned series of practical skill based activities. Project based work is designed to allow the development of skills and explore conceptual ideas and develop creativity. You will participate in, and contribute to, peer group critique, portfolio reviews and exhibitions of work-in-progress that will enable you to identify areas for development and improvement. You will be expected to visit art galleries, exhibitions and other artist’s studios as part of your studies.

As part of your development as an artist you will be encouraged to submit your work for exhibition and apply for commissions.

Theoretical, conceptual studies and underpinning knowledge and understanding of professional and contemporary practice will be developed through formal teaching sessions and seminars.

Added value

Barking & Dagenham College is situated within 15 miles of central London where the largest number of Fine Art studios, galleries and museums in the UK are located. This proximity enables you to build meaningful vocational links during your time at Barking and enables staff to organise regular visits to exhibitions, museums, art fairs and artists studios. Barking town centre receives regeneration funding and is within the exciting Thames Gateway development with planned expansion of the transport infrastructure, new housing, educational, employment and cultural opportunities.

This two-year Higher National Diploma has a vocational emphasis and enables you to develop your skills in painting, drawing, printmaking, sculpture, lens based and digital media. You will also gain valuable experience in a professional context through a well developed professional exhibition programme. You will be given the opportunity to exhibit, promote and sell your artwork in external galleries and at the interim and Final Diploma Showcase exhibitions within the college. 





The HND in Fine Art puts a special emphasis on the acquisition of skills in painting, drawing, printmaking and sculpture. It is practice-based and work-based. It aims to develop your creative potential as an individual and as a collaborator. 





Throughout the course your progress will be monitored by means of tutorials, reviews and assessments. These procedures are designed to support your independent study through critical feedback from the tutorial staff, whose own practice as artists reflects the diversity of the course content. 





The course also has a museum and gallery led programme designed to help you put your work into context and assist you in identifying your particular creative direction and cultural interests and in developing your research and analytical skills. You will participate and visit international museum and galleries during the course, cultural trips abroad have included trips to Paris and Madrid.





Workshops, tutorials, lectures, seminars and exhibitions run throughout the two years of the course to support your studio work. Information technology and presentation skills are embedded throughout the course. Assessment is continuous and teaching methods include case studies, essays, presentations, assignments and projects. 

















For entry on to the course, you will be expected to: 


be at least 18 years of age by 1, September of the year of entry  


have 1 A level pass plus passes in 4 other subjects at GCSE grade C or above 


or Edexcel/BTEC National Diploma in a related subject 


or have successfully completed a one year Diploma Foundation Studies course in Art	           and Design and the equivalent of 5 GCSE passes at Grade C or above 


or have successfully completed a related Access course 


or hold equivalent, related qualifications 


or hold equivalent, related work experience 


 IELTS level 6.5 or equivalent if English is not the first language.


 Mature Students


We are committed to improving access to education for those without formal qualifications. We will consider applicants who can show evidence of experiential learning that is equivalent to the required formal qualifications and applicants with qualifications equivalent to the ones stated above. All students' equivalent skills will be assessed against the courses accreditation of prior experiential learning (APEL) scheme. You will also be asked to submit a portfolio of your art and design work. The APEL scheme will look for evidence of skills in problem solving and communication, a practical aptitude, independent and self-motivated approaches to learning, collaboration and team-work and taking the initiative. It will also investigative abilities and evidence to succeed on an art and design course.





Suitable candidates


The HND in Fine Art is seeking students who wish to undertake a course that is intensive and broad. In addition to developing skills within the areas of painting, drawing, printmaking and sculpture potential students should also be interested in developing knowledge of the creative industries. Students applying for this course should be ambitious, have motivation, resilience, imagination and enterprise and evidence of an interest in art and design. The course maintains a selective admission policy, accounting for a student body that is enthusiastic about the programmes of study. Students may have some previous experience of art and design or may be new to this area but show evidence of advancing rapidly. The HND welcomes applications from all ages and backgrounds. 





Portfolio advice 


Your portfolio should contain sufficient work to indicate basic technical competence and drawing skills. It is also important that it demonstrates your particular artistic personality. We will also consider student portfolios with a level of competence in other areas of art and design against the courses APEL scheme (e.g. textiles, surface design or photography). 


Please note, a few carefully selected works representative of your overall direction and strengths is preferable to an overloaded history of everything that you have done.
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
